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By public transport:
From Station Amsterdam CS tram 9 (stop Kruislaan).
W alk about 15 minutes (take the Kruislaan until after the railroad crossings)

From Station Amsterdam Amstel or Muiderpoort bus 15 (also stop Kruislaan)
From monday to friday there is also a bus (line 67) from Amstel Station.
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By car: S

Take the Ring Amsterdam (A10). Take exit S113, direction W atergraafsmeer. <, S
(from Utrecht/Den Haag after the exit to the left, fromZaandam/Amersfoort to the right\ % s
Turn right after the third traffic light and follow the Kruislaan until after the railroad crossitg. %
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(The first traffic light is at the exit of the Ring, the second just 100 meters away.
The third is where the houses at the right side of the street start).
